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About this book

Getting ready to read
e Show students the cover and draw attention to the title. Then scan through the book, paying special attention to
the illustrations. Invite students to make predictions about the topic. Encourage them to support their opinions.

The vocabulary

e Use pictures and/or examples to introduce the vocabulary. Then
play a game of bingo to review.

e Explain that the diéresis in sinverglenza indicates the uis not si-
lent. Contrast these words: verglienza — juguete, pingtino — gui-
tarra.

e Point out the prefixes des- (negation), ex-(outside, beyond), and
re- (repetition) in descifrar, extraer, and recompensa. Other ex-
amples in the text include descruzar, desembarco, deshilacha-
do, desinfectante, descompuesto, exclamar, extender, rebuscar,
resoplar, reunido, retorcido, and rellenar. Help students derive
the meaning of these words by using the prefixes.

e Point out the homographs distinguir, encantado, and pista. Look
up encantadoin a dictionary and read aloud the different defini-
tions. Then, discuss how to use the context to determine the two
different meanings of encantado on pages 16 and 44.

Engaging in reading

e Divide the class into small groups and assign differ-
ent chapters to each group. Remind students that
the main idea is what the text is mostly about, where-
as the theme is the message or lesson that can be
drawn from the story. Provide groups with several
main idea and supporting details graphic organiz-
ers. Ask students to complete a graphic organizer for
each of their assigned chapters.

Responding to reading

e Have the class come together. Ask each group to

share their main idea and supporting details graphic
organizers. As a class, put together these main ideas
and supporting details to come up with the theme of
the story.
